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To Install MSATA Card

Note: Please take the steps listed below before installing MSATA card over pre-installed WIFI card:, for
better heat dissipation:
1. Find the two thermal grease packages in the accessories pack.

2.Tear off the protective films from both side of the thermal grease package and apply the grease
packages upon both sides of the L-shape metal plate for better heat dissipation, as the photo shows.

3. Place the metal plate upon the installed WIFI card before installing the MSATA card above the WIFI
card.
